WHAT IS THE CALL FOR MARITIME INNOVATION GOOD PRACTICES ABOUT?
 Supported by the International Maritime Organization (IMO) and the China Maritime Safety Administration (China MSA), the Global Sustainable Transport Innovation and Knowledge Center (GSTIKC) organizes annual call for the Maritime Innovation good practices under the Global Sustainable Maritime Innovation Cooperation Framework. The purpose of this call is to systematically collect, showcase and promote exemplary, actionable and replicable maritime innovation practices across the full maritime transportation value chain. It highlights solutions that address sectoral gaps and constraints, accelerates the uptake of effective innovations, and supports the implementation of the UN 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development and the UN Decade of Sustainable Transport (2026-2035).
WHO CAN CONTRIBUTE?

National transport and maritime authorities (ministries, departments and administrations)  of UN member States, UN entities and specialized agencies, international and regional governmental or non-governmental organizations, research institutes and universities, Shipping, port, logistics and maritime enterprises, Industry associations and individual maritime experts.

WHAT CAN BE RECOMMENDED?

We welcome recommendations of proven, innovative and scalable maritime good practices —including policies, projects, technologies, mechanisms, operational models and capacity‑building initiatives — that advance sustainable maritime development.

Practices should align with the scope of the Maritime Innovation good practices, covering:

Ship Technology & Operations: Green/low‑carbon design, alternative fuels, energy‑saving operations, smart ship technologies, carbon capture, waste management

Port Technology & Management: Low‑carbon infrastructure, electrified equipment, smart port systems, shore power, circular economy, resilient ports

Maritime Logistics & Connectivity: Digital logistics, blockchain traceability, port‑shipping‑logistics integration, green corridors, connectivity for remote regions

Policy & Mechanism Innovation: Green innovation incentives, multi‑stakeholder cooperation, technology transfer, sustainable maritime capacity building

All good practices should demonstrate real‑world effectiveness, measurability, replicability and alignment with global sustainability goals.

	Criteria

	Alignment with Global Sustainability Objectives：

The good practices uphold the UN 2030 Agenda, the UN Decade of Sustainable Transport goals, and the IMO’s principles, ensuring all practices reflect the value orientation of sustainable maritime development.

	Synergy & Innovation:

Highlight practices that demonstrate synergy between maritime development and economic, social, and ecological progress, as well as innovative concepts, technologies, policies, or models with exemplary value.

	Practicality & Effectiveness

Focus on practices that have been tested in real scenarios, with measurable outcomes and proven effectiveness in promoting sustainable maritime development and solving practical challenges.

	Inclusivity & Equity

Prioritize practices applicable to diverse contexts—from advanced economies to resource-constrained regions—ensuring developing countries and SIDS’ practices are fully represented and their needs are addressed.

	Replicability & Scalability

Emphasize practices that can be replicated or scaled up in different regions and contexts, providing actionable experiences and lessons for global stakeholders.


WHEN WILL THE OUTCOMES BE PUBLISHED?

Selected practices will be compiled into the annual Maritime Innovation good practices document and expected to be published online by end of July 2026.
